“The month of Ramaḍān [is that] in which was revealed the Qur’ān, a guidance 
for the people and clear proofs of guidance and criterion.

who have faith: from the depths of darkness, He will lead them forth into light. Of those who 
reject faith the patrons are the Evil Ones: from light they will lead them forth into the depths of 
darkness. They will be companions of the fire, to dwell therein (for ever)." [Al Baqarah: 257]. 

And He (swt) gave us His Light, Islam, which creates the perfect balance between satisfying the 
individuals needs whilst not forgetting the wider community. The perfect balance in being able to worship 
Him not only by prayer but at all times with every act we engage in and He (swt) gave us guidance for 
every aspect of our lives, how to take care of ourselves, our homes, our work, and society.
